3. Show proof of liability insurance of $1 million of coverage.  Cost of this type of policy is often about $250 per farm business.

4. Commit to monthly meetings to share ideas with other growers at the Farley Center.

5. Take on leadership of one or more management tasks to keep the incubator running.
